MEDINA COUNTY, OHIO

The Township of Hinckley, under the authority of Chapter 519 of the Revised Code of the State
of Ohio, resolves as follows:

Whereas, the Board of Trustees of Hingkleownship deems it in the interest of the public
health, safety, comfort, convenience, prosperity and general welfare of said township and its
residents toestablishand maintain a general plan of zoning for the unincorporated area of said
township; and

Whereas, a Resolution providing for said zoning of Hinckley Township by regulating the
location, size, height and use of buildings and structures, the area and dimensions of lots and
yards, and the use of land, and for such purposes dividing the Towmgbiganes or districts

of such number, size and shape as are deemed best suited to carry out said purposes, providing
a method of administration, and proceedings for the administration and enforcement of the
Resolution has been created;

NOW, THEREFORE,IBIRESOLVED by the Board of Trustees of Hinckley Township that the
following Zoning Resolution for Hinckley Township be adopted.
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Chapter 1. Purpose

The zoning districts and the regulations specified for each district established by this Resolution
have ben constructed for the physical development of the Township of Hinckley.

It is the purpose of this Zoning Resolution to promote the public health, safety, convenience,
comfort, prosperity and general welfare; to encourage the use of lands and natural resaonrce
the Township according to their character, adaptability, and suitability for partiquigposes;

to conserve social and economic stability, property values, and the general character and trend
of community development; to prevent excessive concendratof population; to lessen
congestion on the public streets and highways and other public facilities; to conserve life,
property, and natural resources and the expenditure of funds for public facilities and services,
by establishing herein standards fmommunity developmentand by providing for the
enforcement of such standards.

It is the further purpose to adopt provisions for each designated zoning district within which the
location, size and use of buildings and minimum open spaces, sanitary any isefasures
required and themaximum number of families to be housed in buildings erected or altered in
the future, are specified.
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Chapter 2: Interpretation

In interpretation and application, the provisions of this Resolution shall be held to be the
minimum requirements adopted for the promotion of public health, safety, convenience,
comfort, prospeity and general welfare of the residents of Hinckley Township, Medina County,
Ohio.

Nothing herein shall repeal, abrogate, annul, or in any way impair or interfere with any
provisions of law or any rules or regulations, other than zoning regulations edaptissued
pursuant to law relating to the construction and use of buildings or premises.

Where this Resolution imposes a greater restriction upon the use of buildings or premises or
upon the height of buildings or requires larggards than are imposedr required by other
provisions of law, rules, regulations, covenants or agreements, the provisions of the Resolution
shall control, but nothing herein shall interfere with, abrogate or annul any easements,
covenants, deed restrictions or agreements betwggarties which impose restrictions greater
than those imposed by the Resolution.

Each chapter, section, stdection, provision, requirement, regulation or restriction established
by the Resolution or any amendment thereto, is hereby declared to be indkgregnand the
holding of any part to be unconstitutional, invalid, or ineffective for any cause shall not affect
nor render invalid the resolution or amendments thereto as a whole or any other part thereof
except the particular part so declared to be ingal

Accessory Building

A subordinate building customarily incidental to and located upon the same lot occupied psiritbigal

building.

Accessory Use

A subordinate use customarily incidental to and located ughensame lot occupied by the principal use
and established subsequent to the principal use.

Accessory Structure

A subordinate structure customarily incidental to and located upon the samedotipied by the
principal building and use.
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Alternative Energy Facility

A Solar Array or Wind Energy Facility intended to provide electrical porvearily for consumption on
site or an Outdoor WoodFired or Hydronic Burner.

Automobile Service Station

A place where gasoline, kerosene, or any other motor @uelubricating oil or grease for operating
motor vehicles is offered for sale to the public and deliveries are made directly into motor vehicles
including greasing or oiling on the premisées.portion of the building may be used for repair to motor
vehides and in which there is no painting of cars or body or fender work done.

Basement

A story all or partially below the level of the adjoining ground and below the first tier of the floor beams
or joist. When a basement floor is less ththree (3) feet below the average grade, it will be rated as
the first story or ground floorBasements shall be differentiated from earth sheltered dwellings.

Buffer Area

An area of land, including landscaping, berms, walls, fences and building setbacks, that is located
between land uses of different character and is intended to mitigate negative impacts of the more
intense use.

Building

A structure that has a roof supported by or suspended from columns or walls (which is completely
enclosed by walls that are solid oagnhave windows), and is intended for use as a shelter or enclosure

for persons, animals, or property¢ KS G SNY bodzAif RAy3dIEé R2S&notywad Ay Of d
foundation or any other movable object.

Building Envelope

An area in which auilding is to be placed in compliance with the building setback and spacing
requirements established by thEownship zoning regulations.

Building Frontage

Thatsideof the building that abuts the required front yard as stipulated in this zoning resolution. The
entrance door does not have to be in tisisle.

Building, Height

The vertical distance measured from the mean elevation of the proposed finished gradefatrthef
the building to the highest point of the roof for flat roofs, to the deck line of mansard roofs, and to the
mean height between eaves and ridge for gable, hip, and gambrel roofs.

Building Lines

The line defining the minimum front, side and reard requirements outside of which no building or
structure may be located.

Building Permit

A permit issued by the Medina County Building Department before construction, substantial
rehabilitation or internal modifications can legally take place.
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Building, Principal

A building in whicls conducted the main or principal use of the lot on which said building is situated.
Common Area

Any land area, and associated facilities, within a development that is held in common ownership through a

Common Drive

As differentiated from a private street or road, a common drive serves no morettitae (3) single
family resdential lots and shall not be used to access land outside the subdivision.

Condition, Dangerous/Hazardous

Any physical condition of a structure or land that may be detrimental or deleterious to the health or
safety of any person handling or otherwise domin contact with such condition.

Conservation Development

A contiguous area of land to be planned antbrovedas a singlelevelopment in whichdwellingunits
are accommodated under more flexiblegulations such as building arrangements and setbatkan
those that would normally applyn a singlefamily district, allowing for the flexible grouping of
structuresin order to conserve open space and existing natural res@urce

Culde-sac Street

A streethaving one end open to vehicular traffic and the other end permanently closed with a full circle
vehicular turnaround.

Designated Watercourse

A watercourse within Hinckley Township that is in conformity with the criteria set fortkhese
regulations.

Development, General

A project in which one or more lots, tracts, or parcels of land are to be developed or redeveloped as a
coordinated site.

Development, NorResidentiai

A project in which one or more lots, tracts, or parcels of land are to be develmpesieveloped as a
coordinated site for other than residential use.

Disabled Person

A person with ghysicalr mentalimpairment, thatsubstantially limits one or more of such person's major
life activities, as defined in 42 U.S.C. 3602 (h).

Driveway:.
A private roadway providing access for vehicles to the property.

Dwelling

Any building (except a house trailer or mobile home as defined H§8@R01.01), which is wholly or
primarily used for residential purposes by one or more human occupants.
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Dwelling, Attached Single Family

A dwelling consisting of two (2) or more dwelling units located side by side, not one above another,
having common or adjoining walls and designed so that every dwelling unit has a private outside
entrance at ground level.

Dwelling, Detached Single Fantily

A dwelling consisting of a single dwelling unit only, separated from other dwelling units by open space
from ground to sky.
Dwelling Unit

Single housekeeping unit comprising living, dining, sleeping rooms, stolieggs, as well as space and
equipment for cooking, bathing and toilet facilities all used by one (1) family and its household
employees.

Earth Sheltered Dwellindnit:

A structure built wholly or partially underground and which is designed for permas@supancy with
no additional stories permitted.

Easement

Authorization by a property owner for the use of land by the general public, a corporation, or another
person, for a specified purpose, of any designated part of the d®&peoperty

Easement, Comsvation:

An incorporeal right or interest in land that is held for the public purpose of retaining land, water, or
wetland areas predominantly in their natural, scenic, open, or wooded condition, as suitable habitat for
fish, plants, or wildlife; that impses any limitations on the use or development of the areas that are
appropriate at the time of creation of the conservation easement to achieve one or more of such
purposes; that includes appropriate provisions for the holder to enter the property sulbjetihe
easement at reasonable times to ensure compliance with its provisions and includes the provisions for
the enforcement of the easement by the holder. (ORCS& 5301.67)

Family.
One (1) or more persons occupying a premise and living as a knglekeeping unit.

Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA)

Agency with overall responsibility for administering the National Flood Insurance Program.
Fence

Any structure composed of wood, iron, steel, masonry, stone or other material and erecteathina
manner and in such location as to enclose, secure, partially enclose or secure, provide privacy, decorate,
define or enhance all or any part of any premises.

Fence, Decorative

An open fence, other than a chain link or barbed wire fence, desigrietply for aesthetic appeal and
not intended or designed as a method of prohibiting entry to a property.
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Floodway

The channel of a river or other watercourse and the adjacent land areas that must be reserved in order
to discharge the base floodithout cumulatively increasing the water surface elevation more than a
designated height as determined by FEMA.

Garage

An accessory building or an accessory portion of the principal building, enclosed on all sides and
designed or used for the shelter storage of motor vehicles.

Gateway

A point along a roadway at which a motorist or pedestrian gains a sense of having entefieavtiship
or a particular part of the township. This impression can be imparted through such things as signs,
monuments, landsaping, a change in development character or a natural feature.

Grade, Finished

The average level of the finished surface of ground adjacent to the exterior walls of the building after
final grading and normal seittig.

Grade, Natural

The elevation ofhe undisturbed natural surface of the ground prior to any excavation or fill.

HomeOccupation

A. OnSite Any use customarily conducted entirely within a dwelling and performed by the
inhabitants thereof, which use is clearly incidental and secondarydaitte of the dwelling for
dwelling purposes, and does not change the character thereof.

B. HomeBased Any use primarily conducted away from the property and performed by the
owner. That use which is conducted on the property shall be conducted entirdiynviite
dwelling or accessory building by the owner and this use shall be incidental and secondary to
the primary use of the dwelling or accessory building and shall not change the character thereof.

Housekeeping Unit

See Dwelling Unit.
ImperviousQover:

Any paved, hardened or structural surface regardless of its composition including, but not limited to,
buildings, roads, driveways, parking lots, loading/unloading spaces, decks, patosyiamming pools
through which precipitation cannot pass into thaderlying soil.

Industrial Park

A planned, coordinated development of a tract of land with two or more separate industrial buildings,
and with shared common areas.

HINCKLEY TOWNSHIP ZONING RESOLUTION

Junk Motor Vehicles

In accordance with ORG05.173, any motor vehicle whether it is licensed, meeting all of the following
criteria; (1) Three model years old, or older; (2) Apparently inoperableEX8nsively damaged,
including but not limited to any of the followingnissing wheels, tires, motor or transmission.

Junk Yards

Any land, or building used for abandonment, storage, keeping, collecting, or baling of paper, rags, scrap
metal, other scrap or discarded materials, or for abandonment, demolition, dismantling, storage or
salvaging of automobiles or other velgis not in running condition, machinery, or parts thereof.

Land Development Activity

Any change to the surface area of a lot including, but not limited to, clearing, grubbing, stripping,
removing vegetation, dredging, grading, excavating, cutting anthgfillinstallation of utilities,
constructing buildings or structures, paving, and any other installation of impervious cover.

Landscaped Area

The portion of the site that is permanently devoted to and maintaifedthe growing of trees, shrubs,
ground cawer, grass, or other plant material or is comprised of ponds, lakes, streams, retention areas
and similar water bodies.

A portion ofthe site that is required to be landscaped pursuant to this Zoning Resolution.

Living Space

That area within a dwellinghiended, designed, erected, or used for human occupancy. This does not
include basements, porches, garages, breezeways, or terraces.

Lot
Is a parcel of land, legally recorded, of sufficient size to meet minimum zoning requirements.
Lot Area

The computechorizontal area within the exterior lines of the lot, inclusive of any land within the limits
of a street upon which the lot abutdn computing lot area, not to exceed ohalf (1/2) of the width of
the road or street rightof-way may be included if thewner holds title to the same.

Lot, Corner

A "corner lot" is a lot at the point of intersection on and abutting (2) or more intersecting streets.

Lot Depth

The distance between theid-points of straight lineconnecting the foremost points of theds lot
lines in front and the rearmost points of the side lot lines in the rear.
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Lot, Interior.

A lot other than a corner lot.

Lot Lines

The property lines defining the limits of a lot.
Lot, Width of (see lot depth)

The distance measured between the side lot lines measured along the property line at the street right
of-way, or pavement edge of a private street.

Model Home

A residential dwelling unit within an approved subdivision, temporarily used for the purpose of
displaying and promoting the sale of homes within the subdivision in which the model is located. The
purpose of the model home is to provide a public showroom indicating the style/type of homes to be
constructed within the specific subdivision. A modeirfe may have within it displays, maps, pictures,
brochures, and sample building materials and like information, which does not promote other activities

Non-Conforming Lot

A lot lawfully existing on the effective date of this Zoning Resolution or anydment thereto, which does
not conform to the lot area, width or frontage requirements of the district in whidhlicated.

Non-Conforming Structure

A building or structure existing when this Zoning Resolution or any amendment thereto became
effective, which does not conform to the regulations goverrtigicturesin the district in which it is
located.

Non-Conforming Use

A building, structure, or usef land legally existing prior to the enactmemt amendmentof regulations
restricting the use of buildings, structures, or land and which does not conform to the regulations of the
district or zone in which it is situatesibsequent to such enactment amendment.

Office

A room, suite of rooms, or building in which a person transacts the affairs of a business, profession,
service industry, or government

Office, Corporate

An establishment primarily engaged in providing internal office administratiovicess (as opposed to
customer servicgin a single building or a campus setting; for example the headquarters, regional offices
or the administrative offices for a corporation. Generally, the majority of the traffic generated from
corporate offices comesom employees and not from the general public.
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Office, Professional

An office for the use of a person or persons generally classified as professionals such as architects,
engineers, attorneys, accountants, doctors, dentists, chiropractors, plannetstior designers,
psychiatrists, psychologists and insurance and real estate agents.

Ohio Environmental Protection Agency

The State government agency referred to herein as the Ohio EPA.

One Hundred Year Floodplain

Any land susceptible to being inuneatby water from a base flood. The base flood is the flood that has

a one (1) percentor greater chance of being equaled or exceeded in any given year. The one hundred
(100) year floodplain shall be identified by the Federal Emergency Management AG&4é&y) maps of
Hinckley Township.

Open Space

The portion of a lot not covered by a building or parking and/or loading area and which is open to the
sky. It may include walkways, landscaping, fences, recreation areas and objects not defined under
buildingsor structures In addition all other portions of the site not devoted to buildings or other
structures, parking, loading or access shall be deemed landscaped areas.

Open Space, Restricted

Open Space within a development which follows the Township ZdXégmilations, that is conserved in
its natural state and governed by a conservation easement granted to an organization or entity which is
acceptable to the Township.

Open Space, Usahle

A required ground area, developed, landscaped and maintained anddiedefor active and/or passive
recreation, available and accessible to and usable by all persons occupying the conservation
development. Open space with a horizontal dimension of less than six feet or an area of lesigtthan

(60) square feet is not comgered usable.

Ohio Revised Code section number.
Ordinary High Water Mark

The point ofa streambank to which the presence and action of surface water is so continuous as to
leave an area marked by erosion, destruction or prevention of woody teimbsvegetation,
predominance of aquatic vegetation, or other easily recognized characteristic. The ordinary high water
mark defines the bed of a watercourse.

Outdoor Display

The placing of merchandise in an outdoor area that is open to the generat putin the merchandise
on display is removed from its shipping packaging and is representative of merchandise that is available
for purchase inside the building and/or is available for purchase by the ggndikd.
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Outdoor Storage

The keeping, in an area outside of a building, of any goods, material, merchandise, or vehicles in the same
place for more thartwenty-four (24) hours, which does not otherwise meet the definition of outdoor
display.

Outdoor WoodFiredand Hydronic Burner

Any equipment, device, appliance, or apparatus, or any part thereof, whinbtadled, affixed, erected,
or situated outdoors for the purpose of combustion of fuel produce heat or energy used as
component of a heating system providing heat &oryinterior space or water source.

Parking Space

An oftstreet spaceadefined by painted lines, raised curbs or otherwise designatduch is used for the
temporary parking of a motor vehicle that may be stored for a period longer than that required to load
or unload persons or goods.

Perennial Stream

A natural waterway that contains water throughout the year except in severe drou§burce: U.S.
Geologic Survey.

Permitted Use
See Use, Permitted

Personal Services Establishment

An establishment or place of business primarily engaged in the provision of frequent or recurrent
needed services of a personal nature. Typical uses include, but are not limited to, beauty and barber
shops, shoe repashops and tailor shops.

Pond

A watker impoundment having a natural bottonpccurring naturallyor made by constructing a dam or
an embankment, or by excavating a pit or dugout.

Pond, Inline

A permanent pool of water created by impounding a designated watercourse.
Principal Use

Project Boundary

The boundary defining the tract(s) of land that is included in a development project to meet the |

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Public Improvement

Any roadway, sidewalk, pedestrian way, tree lawn, lot improvemsabitary sewer, storm sewer,
waterline, or other facility for which the local government may ultimately assume the responsibility for
maintenance and operation, or thahay affect an improvement for which responsibility by the local
government is established.
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Recreation Facility

Any establishment whose main purpose is to provide the general public with recreational activity.
Restaurant

A commercial establishment wheerfood and beverages, including alcoholic beverages, are prepared,
served and consumed. In addition, food sales are the primary function of the business.

Retail Establishment

An establishment engaged in the selling of goods or merchandise to the geudial for personal or
household consumption, which is open to the general public during regular business hours and which
has display areas that are designed and laid out to attract the general public. In determining a use to be
a retail use, theTownshipZoning Commissiomay consider the proportion of display area versus
storage area and the proportion of the buildingéadevoted to display windows.

Retail/Service
A commercial enterprise that provides goods and/or services directly to the consumer.

Riparian Area

Naturally vegetated land adjacent to designated watercourses that, if appropriately sized, helps to
stabilize stream banks, limit erosion, reduce flood size flows and/or filter and settle out runoff
pollutants, or performs other functions osistent with the purposes of these regulations.

Riparian Setback

The real property adjacent to a designated watercourse located within the area defined by the criteria
set forth in these regulations.

Rubbish/Litter/Debris

Miscellaneous waste materialgesulting from housekeeping, mercantile enterprises, trades,
manufacturing and offices.

Screening Area

See buffer area

Screening Buffer

Senior Citizen Residential Facility

A facility consisting of three or more dwelling units, the ocagyaof which is limited t@enior citizens
in compliance with the Fair Housing Act, as amended

Sign

A communication device, structure, or fixture, visible from a public right of way, that incorporates
graphics, symbols, or written copy intended to promdhe sale of a product, commadity, or service, or

A sign of lightweight fabric or similar neidged material that is mounted with no enclosing framework.
Sign, Billboard

Sign, Changeabl€opy

A sign whose informational content can be changed or altered by manual, elaettbanical or
electronic meansChangeable signs include the following types:

1. Manually Activated Signs whose alphabetic, pictographic, or symbiiformational
content can be changed or altered by manual means.

2. Electronically ActivatedSigns whose alphabetic, pictographic, or symbolic informational
content can be changed or altered on a fixed display surface composed of electrically
illuminated, digital or mechaically driven changeable segments.

Sign, Development

A sign which, by means of symbol or name, identifies a shopping center, commercial or industrial park,
residential subdivision, or other development that may contain a mixture of residential, cominercia
industrial uses.

Sign, Directional

A permanent sigintended to direct or guide vehicles outside of the street rightvay.

Sign, Flag

Any sign of cloth or similar material, anchored along one side, displayed from a single pole, either
freestandingor attached to a building.

Sign, FreeStanding

Any nornmovable sign not affixed to a building.

Sign, Ground

A sign that is placed upon, mounted in, or supported from the ground or a structure other than a
building.

Sign, Nonconforming:

A sign conformingo the regulations prevailing on the effective date of this Zoning Codeany
amendments thereto,but which does not conform with the regulations of this or a subsequent
amendment shall be construed as a legal svomforming sign.
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Sign, Pole

A sign hat is mounted on a frestanding pole or other support so that the bottom edge of the sign is six
(6) feet or more above grade.

Sign, Portable

A sign whose principal supporting structure is intended, by design and construction, to be used by
resting on he ground for support and may be easily moved or relocated for reuse (eftamé or
sandwichboard signs).

Sign, Projecting

A sign attached to a building or wall and which extends beyond the line of said building or wall in such a
manner that theexposed face or faces of the sign are generally perpendicular to or at an angle to the
plane of the wall of the building or structure to which said sign is attached, with its leading edge
extending not more than 18 inches beyond the surface of such bgilafinvall.

Sign, Public Purpose/Safety

A sign erected by a public authority, utility, public service organization, or private industry upon the
public rightof-way or on private property and which is intended to control traffic; direct, identify or
inform the public; or provide needed public service

Sign, Roaf

A sign that is mounted on the roof of a building or which is wholly dependent upon a building for
support and which projects above the point of a building with a flat roof or the eave of a line of
building with a gambrel, gable, hip or mansard roof.

Soil Disturbing Activity

The TownshipZoning Inspector shall inspect ponds and lakes during their construction
and shall require that all construction conforms to the approved plans.

The approval of a conditional use certificate is an administrative, qudisial act. It is not a change of
zoning district, but rather a projedpecific change irthe uses allowed on a specific property.
Conditional use permits do not involve the establishment of new regulations, or policies. Instead, a
conditional use permit applies the provisions of the zoning resolution and its standards to the specific
set ofcircumstances which characterize the proposed land use.

SECTION 7.1 PURPOSE

A. Conditionally Permitted Uses provide suitable flexibility in requirements for certain
kinds of uses that will allow practicable latitude for the investor, but that will, at the
same time, maintain adequate provision for the security of the health, safety,

B. In order to accomplish these objectives, provision is made in this Resolution for a more

possible factors. Land and structure uses possessing particularly unique characteristics
are designated as Conditionally Permissible Uses and are permitted thriggh
issuance of a Conditional Zoning Certificate with such conditions and safeguards
attached as may be deemed necessary for the protection of the public welfare.

C. Notice to TownshipZoning Commissian The TownshipZoning Inspector shall forward
the Conditional Use Permit Application to tlhewnshipZoning Commissigrin advance
of the TownshipBoard of Zoning Appeals Public Hearing.

D. Hearing After adequate review and study of any @jzation, the TownshipBoard of
Zoning Appeals shall hold a public hearing or hearings upon every application after at
least one (1) publication in a newspaper of general circulation in the Township at least
(10) days prior to the date of the hearing. cBunotice shall indicate the place, time, and
subject of hearing.
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E. Basis of Determination TheTownshipBoard of Zoning Appeals shall establish that the
general standards and the specific standards pertinent to each use indicated herein shall
be satisfied by the completion and operation of the proposed development. The
TownshipBoard of Zoning Appeals may also impose such additional conditions and
safeguards deemed necessary for the general welfare, for the protection of individual
property rights, and for insuring that the intent and objectives of this Resolution will be
observed.

F. Issuance Only upon conclusion of hearing procedures relative to a particular
application may theTownshipBoard of Zoning Appeals issue a Conditional Zoning
Certificae, as providedherein of this Zoning Resolution

G. Enforcement The Township Zoning Inspector shall conduct inspections to determine if
there has been compliance with the terms of the Conditional Zoning Certificate. The
holder of the Conditional Zoning @i&cate will be notified of the results of each
inspection.

H. Violations/Revocations The breach of any condition, safeguard, or requirement set
forth in the Conditional Zoning Certificate shall constitute a violation of this Zoning
Resolution. Such vition shall be subject to all enforcement provisions of this Zoning
Resolution.

Failure to comply with any condition, safeguard, or requirement of the Conditional
Zoning Certificate, or failure to correct a breach of any condition, safeguard, or
requirement of the Conditional Zoning Certificate shall constitute cause for possible
revocation of the Conditional Zoning Certificégthe TownshipZoning Inspector

In the event theTownshipZoning Inspector finds cause to revoke a Conditional Zoning
Certificate within thirty (30) days of the revocatiothe Conditional Use holder may file
an appeal with thelrownshipBoard of Zoning Appeals in accordance with Chapter 13
Township Board of Zoning Appeals of this Zoning Resolution.

SECTION 7.GENERAL STANDARDS

The TownshipBoard of Zoning Appeals shall review the particular facts and circumstances of each
proposed use in terms of the following standards and shall find adequate evidence showing that
such use of the proposed location:
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A. Will be designed, constructed, operated and maintained so as to be harmonious and
appropriate in appearance with the existing or intended character of the general vicinity
and that such a use will not change the essential character of the same area;

B. Will not be hazardous or disturbing to existing or future neighboring uses;

C. Will not be detrimental to property in the immediate vicinity or to the community as a
whole;

D. Will be served adequately by essential public facilities and services such as highways,
streets, police and fire protections, drainage structures, refuse disposal, sanitary
facilities approved bythe Medina County Health Departmengchools, or that the
persons or agencies responsible for the establishment optioposed use shall be able
to provide adequately any such service;

E. Will nat involve uses, activities, processes, materials, equipment and conditions of
operation that will be detrimental to any persons, property, or the general welfare by
reason of excessive production of traffic, noisamoke, fumes or odors;

F. Will have vehicular approaches to the property which shall be so designed as not to
create an interference with traffic on surrounding streets or roads. Sufficient parking
areas off street will be providedrefer to Chapter § Paking and Loading Regulations.

TheTownshipBoard of Zoning Appeals may require additional conditions of approval that it deems
necessary to fulfill the purposes and intent of the above general stand&mwi®ng the conditions of
which theTownshipBoard ofZoning Appeals may consider are set fortlsactions’.4 and 7.5

SECTION 7.4 REGULATIONS PERTAINING TO CONDITIONALLY PERMISSIBLE USES
IN ALL DISTRICTS

A. All equipment, tools, and facilities shall be enclosed within a solid fence at least eight (8)
feet high, or kept within a suitable building.

B. Subject to approval of all applicable government regulations including provisions for
sanitary and water facilities.

SECTION 7.5 SUPPLEMENTAL REGULATIONS FOR CERTAIN USES:

Pavement is to be installed as development progresses and as indicated on the final
plans approved byhe TownshipBoard of Zoning Appeals ande Medina County
Engineer.

Sufficient parking space shall be provided as to aeter traffic flow within the
cemetery.

Area drainage and/or sanitary facilities are subject to approval by Meslina
County Board of Health and thdedina County Engineer prior to the issuanof a
conditional use permit.

Signs shall conform witBhapter 10, Sign Regulations

Adequate screening with shrubs, trees or compact hedge shall be provided parallel
to property lines adjacent to or abutting residentiasuticts, such shrubs, trees, and
hedges shall not be less than ty®) feet in height and must be maintained in good
condition.

Provisions shall be made for landscaping within sevégy(75)feet of the right of
way and within seventyfive (75) feet of property lines adjacent to resdtial
districts/uses.

Location of cemetery buildirsgand all other structures shall be no less than one
hundred(100)feet from any adjoining property line or public roadway.

No grave sites shable located within onehundred(100)feet of the right of way of
any publicly dedicated thoroughfare.

A grave site shall not be within tawlmundred(200)feet of an existing residence, and
in no case shall a grave site be cladan thirty (30)feet from an adjoining property
line.

All public cemeteries will be developed as proposed on plans approved by the
TownshipBoard of Zoning Appealthe Medina County Engineer, and the Medina
County Health Department. Every cemetery proposal shall be submitted to the
TownshipBoard of Trustees, who <l determine whether or not such proposal
shall be required to include financial assurance for the development of the project.
If required by the TownshiBoard ofTrustees, such financial assurance shall be in a
form and amount sufficient, in the solaidgment of the Township Board of
Trustees, to protect the township from costs associated with the risk that the
cemetery may ultimately be required to be completed by the township. Costs
associated with the risk of failure to be completed, include but mwelimited to,
completing the cemetery, placing the cemetery in a safe condition, and mitigating
the nuisance caused by the cemetery. The form of financial assurance can include,
but is not limited to, performance bond, completion bond, cash deposit/@and
posting of collateral.

A trust fund shall be established by the cemetery developers for the perpetual
maintenance of the cemetery grounds. Said trust fund shall be established as any
burial spaces are sold or used, and shall be held and invested finarial
institution or institutions mutually agreed upon by the developers andTthe/nship
Board of Trustees. A percentage of the money from the sale of each burial space
shall be put into the maintenance trust fund. The percentage shall be fifteen
percent (15%) of the sale of each burial lot, burial right, entombment right or
columbarium right. Interest yielded by the fund shall be applied toward the care and
maintenance of the cemetery grounds. In the event of bankruptcy, insolvency or
other termination of the cemetery developers, the control, management and
investment of the trust fund shall revert to th€ownshipBoard of Trustees or
financial institution designated by th&ownship Board of Trusteesand the
utilization of the trust fund interest for mintenance purposes shall be solely under
the direction of the Townshipoard ofTrustees.

The minimum square feet of living area for dwelling units with up to one (1) bedroom
shall besixhundred (600) square feet. An additiortalo-hundred @00) square feet
shall be required for every additional bedroom provided.

E. Outdoor Display Outdoor display of merchandise for sale of goods shall be permitted
as conditional use in the-Band B2 Districts. Such display must be in compliance with
the following:

1. Locations:

a. Areas devoted to outdoor display or outdostorage shall comply with all
building setbacks and yard regulations for the district in which they are located.

b. No outdoor display or storage area shall be permitted to occupy or interfere
with required parking areas, required open space, public sitlesvaor
pedestrian access.

2. Area: The area of the lot devoted to outdoor display shall not exceed twenty
percent (20%) of the ground floor area of the principal building.

a. This limitation shall not apply to automotive sales establishments.

b. Areas devoted to landscaping or the display of landscaped materials shall
comply with the conditions set forth ithis resolution.

3. Supplemental Regulations for Outdoor Display:

a. Outdoor display and sale of merchandise shall be limited to productshvaniz
associated with the operation of the principal business located on the premises
and conducted by employees of such principal business. There shall be no
outdoor display and sale of merchandise by any person operating or conducting
a business that idifferent or distinct from the principal business conducted at
that location.

b. Outdoor display areas are limited to the side or rear yard, except for the
following:

1) Outdoor dining may beermitted in front of the building provided that such
outdoor dning complies with the required building setback; and

2) Areas devoted to landscaping or the display of landscaped materials shall be
permitted in front of the buildings provided herein
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c. The outdoor display area must be defined by or contained within an appropriate
architectural or decorative demarcation as approved by TrevnshipBoard of
Zoning Appeals. This may include the use of landscaping elements, fencing,
walls or other approprige materials. If building materials are utilized, these
materials shall be consistent with the architectural design of the principal
structure.

4. Supplemental Regulations for Landscaped MateriafSutdoor storage and display
areas may occupy an area gter in size than twenty percent (20%) of the floor
area of the principal building; may be located in front of the principal building; and
may be located on a site which does not have a principal building, provided:

a. The area is landscaped or coveredhaibrous materials; and

b. The area is devoted to the storage of living landscaped materials such as trees,
shrubs and flowers.

F. Senior Citizen Residential Facilities

1. Senior citizens residential facilities may include one or more of the following:
independent dwelling units which are either detached or attached cluster dwelling
units, multiple family dwellings or a combination thereof; or congregate living
facilities which include units for independent living, assisted living or nursing care.
Congreagte living means that the facility has common social, recreational and dining
areas that are available to all residents.

2. Prior to a zoning certificate being issued for independent dwelling units, the
applicant shall demonstrate to the Township that teelling units will be limited
to senior citizens in compliance with the Fair Housing Act, as amended.

3. Facilities shall be developed on the site in compliance with the development
regulations of the zoning district in which the facility is proposed.

4. The TownshipBoard of Zoning Appeals may approve a senior citizen residential
facility with a smaller floor area and less parking than is required for residential
dwelling units.

G. Tattooing and Body Piercing ServiceFattooing and body piercing servi@ermitted
as a conditional use shall comply with the following requirement:

No person shall control, operate, conduct or manage any tattoo parlor or-paging
establishment, whether or not actually performing the work of tattooing or body
piercing, wthout first obtaining approval from the State of Ohio Board of Health
Evidence of such approval shall be provided to and kept on file by the Township.

considered to be incompatible with permitted use in the zoning district in which it exists. Therefore,

SECTION 8.2 N@GONFORMING BUILDINGS/STRUCTURES

D. Discontinuance of Use Voluntary discontinuance of the nesonforming use of a
building, part of a building, lot or part of a lot for a continuous period of two (2) years or
longer $all constitute voluntary abandonment.

SECTION 8.4 NaMONFORMING PARKING FACILITIES

A building or use existing lawfully at the time of this Zoning Resolution, or an amendment thereto,
became or becomes effective, but which does not comply with thetoéfet parking regulations for

the district or use in which it is located may continughwut such parking facilities. In the event an
existing building is altered or a use is changed or substituted in accordance with these regulations,

SECTION 8.5 NdMNONFORMING SIGNS

A sign, lawfully existing at the time this Zoning Resolution, or any amendment thereto, became or
becomes effective, but which fails to conform to the sign regulations of the digtriathich it is
located is a nowtonforming sign. Nofonforming signs may be maintained, and structural and
electrical parts may be repaired to a safe condition.

A nonconforming sign cannot be moved or altered in any way except as regard to contens unles
the sign is made to conform to the regulations of the district in which it is located.

SECTION 8.6 NGMONFORMING LOTS

A legal lot of record that does not comply on the effective date of this Zoning Resolution or any
amendment thereto with the lot ar@ or width regulations of the district in which the lot is located
may be used as follows:

A. Residential Lots If occupied by a dwelling, such dwelling shall be maintained and may
be repaired, modernized or altered, provided that the building shall notrdarged in
floor area unless the enlarged section(s) complies with all regulations of this Zoning
Resolution, with the exception of the lot area and the lot width regulations. The
number of dwelling units shall not be increased unless in compliance with a
regulations, including lot area.

B. Lots in Combination If a vacant nofconforming lot adjoins one or more lots in
common ownership on the effective date of this Resolution or applicable amendment
thereto, such lot shall be replatted to create conformiligs as a prerequisite for
development if such acreage is available. This provision shall not apply to any previously
approved residential development provided the approved general development plan
and final development plan remain valid.
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SECTION 8.MONCONFORMING USE DUE TO RECLASSIFICATION

The provisions of this Chapter shall also apply to any building/structure, land or other use hereafter
becoming norconforming as a result of amendments made to this Zoning Resolution or Zoning
Map.

SECTION.8 CHANGE FROM N@XNFORMING USE:

A nonconforming building or use shall cease to be considered as such whenever it first comes into
compliance with the regulations of the district in which it is located. Upon such compliance, no non
conforming use shibe made, resumed or reinstated.

SECTION 8.9 EXISTING USE DEEMED CONDITICNAERME REQUIREDR CHANGE
Any lawfully existing use, that at the time of its establishment, was not classified as a conditional
use, but which now, because of the pagseof this Zoning Resolution or amendment thereto, is
listed as a conditional use in the district in which it is located, shall be deemed without further
action to be a conditional use.

SECTION 8.10 DETERMINATION OFQ@MNFORMING STATUS

At the time of application for a Zoning Certificate or request for variance regarding a non
conforming lot, buildable/structure or use, the property owner shall submit sufficient evidence for
the TownshipZoning Inspector to determine that such lot, builgistructure, or use was lawfully
created or established in accordance with the zoning regulations in existence at that time.

If the evidence submitted indicates the lot, building, structure or use was legally established and has
since become nowonforming because of the establishment of or amendment to this Resolution,
the TownshipZoning Inspector shall issue a Certificate of iamforming Use.

SECTION 8.11 COMPLETION OF CONSTRUCTION WITH ZONING CERTIFICATE

Nothing in this Zoning Resolution shall ittt the completion of the construction and use of
buildings for which a zoning certificate has been issued prior to the effective date of this Zoning
Resolution, or amendments thereto, provided that construction is commenced watién(1) year

after the issuance of such certificate, that construction is carried on diligently, and that the entire
building is completed within two (2) years after the issuance of said zoning certificate.

SECTION 9.1 PURPOSE

The following regulations specify the mannemihich offstreet parking and loading areas and the

driveways providing access thereto are to be provided for in Hinckley Township. On state highways
within the Township, Ohio Departme ¥ ¢ NI YaALR NIl GA2yQa !

has priority. The purpose of these regulations is to protect the public health, safety, convenience,
comfort, prosperity, or general welfare by requiring that all uses be provided witstodet parking

areas or a combination of offtreet parking areas and loading areas and that such areas be
improved in a manner that ensures the lotegm desirability othe use to which they are accessory.

SECTION 9.2 PARKING FACILITES REQUIRED

Off-street parking spaces shall be provided in conformance with the provisions of this Chapter prior
to occupying or using any building, structure, land or portion theveoénever:

A. A building is constructed or a new use is established,;

B. An existing building is altered and/or there is an increase in the number of dwelling
units, seating capacity and/or floor area of a building;

C. The use of an existing building or stture or use of land is changed to a use that
requires more offstreet parking facilities.
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SECTION 9.3 UNITS OF MEASURE

In computing the number of parking spaces required by this Resolution, the following rules shall

apply:

A.

Floor Area Where floorarea is desighated as the standard for determining parking
space requirements, net floor area that is accessible to the public will be used.

Seating CapacityWhere seating capacity is the standard for determining parking space
requirements, the capaty shall mean the number of seating units installed or
indicated, or one seat for each twentgur (24) lineal inches of benches or pews, or
when fixed seats are not indicated, the capacity shall be determined as being one seat
for each twenty square fegf20 sq. ft.) of floor area of the assembly room.

Employees Where employees are the standard for determining parking space
requirements, employees shall mean the maximum number of employees for the shift
with the greatest number of employees.

Fracional Numbers Fractional numbers over ordmalf shall be increased to the next
whole number.

Parking for Mixed UsesA building occupied by two or more uses, or one use that has
specific parking requirements for different components of the use, ojeganormally
during the same hours, shall provide spaces for not less than the sum of the parking
spaces required for each use considered separately.

SECTION 9.4 OBFREET PARKING STANDARDS

A.

The number of offtreet parking spaces for each facility wse shall be determined by
application of the standard noted in Schedule.9For a use not specified in Schedule
9.4, theTownshipZoning Commission shall apply the standard for a specified use that

If the number of parking spaces required in Schedule 9.4 is substantially larger than the number
anticipated by the applicant for the proposed use and the applicant provides suffaiaignce that
supports the reduced parking needs, a development plan may be approved with an allowance for
the construction of a lesser number of parking spaces provided that:
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A. Theapplicant for a Zoning Certificate submihformation which projects the parking
demand for a proposed use and requeapproval for construction of parking which is

less than required by this Zoning Resolution.

B. The request shall include a detailed drawing of a complete parking layout idegtify
those areas proposed for immediate construction and those to be temporarily retained
in landscaped open space.

The governing authority takes precedent avhlots front on either a County or State route, access
regulations from the appropriate jurisdiction will supersede the requirements of this regulation.

SECTION 10.1 PURPOSE

In theinterest of promoting the public convenience, comfort, prosperity and general welfare of the
residents of Hinckley Township, these regulations provide for the use, location and size of signs.
More specifically, the purposes of these regulations are to:

A. Provide rasonable, yet appropriate, conditions for signage for residents, residential
developments, institutions, businesses, and nonresidential establishments.

B. Ensure that signs are located and designed to maintain a safe and orderly pedestrian
and vehicularenvironment and eliminate any confusion or hazardous conflict between
traffic control signs and devices, and other signs authorized by these regulations.

C. Minimize the negative consequences of excessive numbers or size of signs.

D. Provide review procedes that enable the Township to comprehensively evaluate the
appropriateness of a sign to the site, building and surroundings.

E. Prohibit all signs not expressly permitted by this Chapter.

SECTION 10.2 COMPUTATIONS
The following principles shall contrihhe computation of sign area and sign height:

A. Determining Sign Area or Dimension

1. For a sign that is framed, outlined, painted or otherwise prepared and designed to
include a background for a sign display, the sign area or dimensions shall itheude
entire portion within such background or frame.

2. For a sign comprised of individual letters, figures, emblems, logos or elements on a
wall, or an irregular shaped billboard, ground or pole sign, the area of the sign shall
encompass the smallestetangle or a combination of geometric shapes that form
or approximate the perimeter of all the elements in the display. When separate
elements are organized to form a single sign, but the elements are separated by
open space, the area shall be calculateddggermining one or more geometric
forms that comprise the entire display area, including the space between the
elements.
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3.

The sign area shaffiot include the pole or other structural support unless such
structural support iglesignedo constitute adisplay device.

The area for a sign with more than one face shall be computed by adding together
the area of all sign faces visiblerm any one point. When two identical sign faces
are placed back to back so that both faces cannot be viewed from any point at the
same time, and when such sign faces are part of the same sign structure and are not
more than forty-two (42) inches apart, thesign area shalbe computed by the
measurement of one of the faces. Aign shall be considered one (1) sign face and
the measurement of the exterior angle between the sign faces shall not exceed
ninety (90) degrees,

In the event there is a dispute otetermining the sign area or any sign dimension,
the Township Zoning Inspector shall have the responsibility for making such
determination. The decision of thBownshipZoning Inspector may be appealed to
the TownshipBoard of Zoning Appeals which Hamal authority.

B. Determining Sign HeightThe height of a billboard, ground sign, or interstate pole sign
shall be computed as the distance from the base of the sign at normal grade to the top
of the highest attached component of the sign.

Normal gade shall be construed to be the lower of:
a. Existing grade prior to construction; or

b. The newly established grade after construction, exclusive of any filling, berming,
mounding, or excavating solely for the purpose of locating the. sign

In cases irwhich the normal grade cannot reasonably be determined, sign height
shall be computed on the assumption that the elevation of the normal grade at the
base of the sign is equal to the elevations of the nearest point of the crown of a
public or private stret or the grade of the land at the main access to the
development off of the public or prateroad, whichever is higher.

Determining Building Frontage and Building Unit

1.

The building frontage shall be measured along the length of the wall contahnéng
main entry, between the exterior faces of the exterior side walls.

In the case of an irregular wall surface, a straight line extended between the exterior
faces of the exterior side walls shall be used to measure the length.

For lots fronting ortwo or more streets, or where the building has its main entrance
on a wall other than the wall that faces the street, thewnshipZoning Inspector
shall determine which wall shall be the primary building frontage and which wall
shall be the secondary Hding frontage. Only one outside wall of any business shall
be considered its primary frontage and only one additional outside wall shall be
considered a secondary frontage.

The building frontage for a building unit shall be measured from the cerngedin
the party walls defining the building unit.
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D. Architectural Features Architectural features that are either part of the building, or
part of a billboard, ground sign or interstate pole sign structure, are not considered a
sign or part of the sigand are thus exempt from these regulations.

SECTION 10.4 SIGNS EXEMPT FROM REGULATIONS

The following signs shall be exempirh regulation under the Zoning Resolution.

B. Signs that are an integral part of the original construction of vending or similar
machines, fuel pumps or similar devices.

SECTION 10.5 PROHIBITED SIGNS

All signs not expressly permitted inighChapteror exempt from regulation pursuartterein are
prohibited in the Township. Such signs include but are not limited to the following:

Animated, flasher, blinker, racer type, intermittent, video,~ision, or #milar devices,
moving or revolving signs, whirligig devices, inflatable signs and tethered balloons,
pennants, ribbons, streamers, spinners, exposed light bulbs, and strings of lights not
permanently mounted to a rigid background, except those exempt urile previous
Chapter, and other similar types of attentigetting devices.

Banners and flags except as otherwise permitted
Signs on temporarily placed vehicles, in excess of three (3) square feet.

Signs containing any words or symbols that would cacsefusion because of their
resemblance to highway traffic control or direction signals.

Sighs mounted on the roof of any building or structure.

Signs, other than those exempt, located in the public rgftvay or attached to a utility
pole, tree, trash reeptacle, bench or other structure not intended or approved as a sign
support.
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SECTION 10.6 CRITERIA FOR THE DESIGN & CONSTRUCTION OF SIGNS

In addition to ensuring compliance with the numerical standards of these regulattm$ownship
Zoning Comngision or Township Zoning Inspector shall consider the proposed general design
arrangementand placement of the sign according to the following criteria:

A. lllumination: Signs shall be permitted to be illuminated in compliance with the
following:

1. Signs mape illuminated by internal or reflected light provided that:
a. External light sources shall be shielded from all adjacent buildings and streets.

b. Lights shall not be of such brightness so as to cause glare that is hazardous to
pedestrians or motorists, or caa reasonable objection from adjacent
residential districts.

2. Signs shall not be lighted to obstruct traffic control or any other public signs. Signs
visible from sight lines along streets shall not contain symbols or words, or red and
green lights that reemble highway traffic signs or devices.

B. Construction Standards

1. All signs shall be constructed in conformance with the Medina County Building Code
and shall be structurally sound and located so as to pose no threat to pedestrian or
vehicular traffic.

SECION 10.7 MAINTENANCE
All signs shall be maintained in accordance with the following:

A. The property owner, agent or person having beneficial use of the sign, shall maintain
the sign in a condition fit for the intended use and has a continuing obligati@omply
with all building code requirements.

B. Whenever any sign, either conforming or noonforming to these regulations, is
required to be removed for the purpose of repair, refurbishing, or repainting, the same
may be done without a permit or any paymeuf fees provided that all of the following
conditions are met:

1. There shall be no alteration or remodeling to the structure or the mounting of the
sign itself.

2. There shall be no enlargement or increase in any of the dimensions of the sign or its
structure.

3. The sign shall be accessory to a legally permitted, conditional orconforming
use.
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C. If anysign is deemed by th€ownshipZoning Inspector to be in an unsafe condition or
constructed, erected or maintained in violation of this Zoning Rewwl, the owner,
agent or person with a beneficial interest in said sigthe businessssociated with it
shall be immediately notified, in writing, and shalithin forty-eight (48) hours of such
notification, correct such unsafe condition, initiate corrective action, or remove the sign.

SECTION 10.8 ADMINISTRATION PROCEDURES

A. Sign Application RequirementsAn application for a sign permit shall be made to the
TownshipZoning Inspctor and shall include the following:

1. Detailed drawings of the sign showing the color, design, size, background, and
materials of the sign and the frame or structure;

2. A complete building sketch or photograph showing the location of the sign and its
relationship to the building, the site, the adjacent parcels and parking lots, drives
and sidewalks; and

Having prepare@dopted and established a continuing planning process, site plan
review criteria are hereby established to achieve, amotgers, the following specific purposes:

A. To provide for the planning of land use and the design of buildings as a coordinated
process.

To provide for the integration of new developments with the surrounding environment.
To ensure that new development willake proper use of the natural environment.

To ensure that sites are properly designed for traffic circulation and emergency access.

To provide a system of site development controls to ensure that all developments are
consistent with the Township Zowg Resolution.

F. To ensure that a single development or one built in progressive stages will be
constructed in accordance with the approved design.

Review of a preliminary site plan and/or final site plan shallconducted in compliance with the
following:

A. Preliminary Site Plan A preliminary site plan that indicates the general concept of
development for an entire development site, including the general location of use areas,
open space and circulation pgatn shall be required for all proposed Conservation
Developments,subdivisions and planned commercial, and industrial developments.

SECTION113 INFORMAIREVIEW OF PROPOSAL ENCOURAGED

It is recommended that, prior to going to the expense of preparing and submitting a detailed site
plan application for approval, a prospective applicant meet for informal review withT thvenship
Zoning Inspector and/or theownshipZoning Commission.

A. The purpose is to discuss early and informally with the applicant the intent and effect of
these zoning regulations and the criteria and standards contdireeen.

B. To aid the discussion, the applicant should prepare a d@ono plan, drawn
approximately to scale, showing the relationship of the development to surrounding
properties, locations of buildings and parking areas, intetradfic circulation pattern,
proposed sizes of buildings, and proposed use to be includéxaidevelopment.

C. Requests for informal review by theownshipZoning Commission that are mada or
by the twentysecond(22") of the month priorto the next meeting of theTownship
Zoning Commission will be placed on the agenda of such meeting.

SECTION 11.10 EQUIVALENCY PROVISION

In reviewing a final site plan application, tAiewnslip Zoning Commissiomay find that the plan
adheres to or is equivalent to the requirements of this Zoning Resolution.

A. The TownshipZoning Commissiomay consider elements of a final site plan to be
equivalent to a requirement of this Resolution if:

1. The poposed final site plan substantially complies wih specific requirements
and with the purpose, intent and basic objectives of the zoning district;
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2. Through imaginative and skillful design in the arrangement of buildings, open space
areas, streets, aess drives and other features as disclosed by the application, the
proposal results in a development of equivalent or higher qualign that which

3. The development, as proposed, shall have no adverse impact upon the surrounding
properties or upon the health, safety, or general welfarehef community.

If included within the final site plan approval, financial assurance shall be in an amount and form
sufficient, in the sole judgment of th€ownship Board oTrustees, to protect the township from
costs associated with the risk of failure to be completed, include, but are not limited to, completing
the project, placing the project in a safe condition, and mitigating the nuisance caused by the
project. The form offinancial assurance can include but is not limited to, performance bond,
completion bond, cash deposit, and posting of collatedal.a phased project, this applies to each

SECTION 11.12 EXPIRATION OF SITE PLAN APPROVAL

An approved ite plan shall remain valid for a period wienty-four (24) months following the date
of its approval, unlesthe TownshipZoning Commissioauthorizes a longer period at the time of
approval.

A. Preliminary Site Planlf at the end of that time, a final site plan has not been submitted
to the TownshipZoning Commissigrthen approval of the preliminary site plan shall
expire and shall befao effect unless resubmittednd reapproved in accordance with
this Chapter oran extension is granted.
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B. Final Site Plan If, at the end ofthe applicabletime period, construction of the
development or infrastructure installation has not begun, the approval of such final site
plan, excluding a final plat, shall expire and shallof no effect unless: 1) the plan is
resubmitted and reapproved in accordance with the procedures set forth is th
Chapter; or 2) an extension is gtad. Construction is deemed to have begun when all
necessary excavation and piers or footings of onenore principal buildings included in
the plan shall have been completed.

C. Return of Financial Guaranteeln the event approval of a final site plan, excluding a
final plat, expires according to subsection B above, any pedoce bond or other
financial guarantee shall be returned to the applicant.

SECTION 11.13 SIGNIFICANCE OF AN APPROVED FINAL SITE PLAN, PLAN REVISION

An approved final site plan shall become for the proposed development a binding commitment of
the specific elements approved for development. The approved final site plan may be transferred to
another person, corporation, or group of individuals or cogimms who shall be subject to all
requirements set forth in the approved plans. All construction and development under any zoning
permit shall be in accordance with the approved final site plan. Any departure from such plan shall
be a violation of thiZoning Resolution. Any changes in an approved preliminary site plan or final
site plan shall be resubmitted for approval in accordance with this Chapter.

SECTION 12.TOWNSHIZONING INSPECTOR TO ENFORCE RESOLUTION

A. For the purpose of enforcing the Hinckley Township ZoRiegolution,the Township
Board of Trusteehas created the position dfownshipZoning InspectorTheTownship
Zoning Inspectoshall be appointed by th&@ownshipBoard of Trusteesral shall serve
at their pleasure together with sudmssistantas theTownshipBoard of Trustees deems
necessary. Hehe shall keep accurate recordd all applications for zoning certificates
and all of the action taken thereon, and of all certificates issued or refused, copy of
which shall be filed with thdownshipZoning Clerland made available for review by
the TownshipZoning Commission

B. In performing his/her duty, thelfownshipZoning Inspector may take any reasonable
action necessary to substantiate the existence of a zoning violation including entering
onto the site of a possible violatigoursuant to law. The TownshipZoning Inspector
shall conduct all site inspections at a reasonable hour and in a reasonable manner and
shall carry adequate identification.

SECTION 12.2 ZONING VIOLATION

Violations of the provisions of this Resolution, or supplements or amentsnthereto, shall
constitute a misdemeanor. The owner or tenant of any building, structure, premises, or part
thereof; or any architect, builder, contractor, agent, or other person who commits, participates in,
assists in, or maintains such violatiorabe deemed responsible and suffer the penalties provided
by law.

SECTION 12.3 ACTIONS TO BRING ABOUT COMPLIANCE WITH ZONING REGULATIONS

A. Natification: TheTownshipZoning Inspectoshall, upon inspection and identification of
a zoning violation, send a written order to the landowner or responsible party requiring
him/her to remedy the violation. After such order is served on the landowner or posted
on the premises, no work except torrect or comply with said violation shall proceed
on any building or tract of land included in the violation.
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B. Correction Period All violations shall be corrected within a period of ten (10) days after
the written order is issued or a longer patfiof time as indicated by th€ownshipZoning
Inspector. Any violation not corrected within a specified time period shall be reported to
the MedinaCounty Prosecutor who shalitiate complianceprocedures.

C. Action: In case any building is or is proposed to be located, erected, constructed,
reconstructed, enlarged, changed, maintained or used, or any land is or proposed to be
used in violation of any provisions of this Zoning Resolution, TinenshipBoard of
Trustees, theMedina CountyProsecutoy the Township Zoning Inspector, or any adjacent
or neighboring property owner who would be especially damaged by such violation, in
addition to other remedies provided by law, may institute injunction, mandamus,
abatement orany other appropriate action or proceeding to prevent, enjoin, abate or
remove such unlawful location, erection, construction, reconstruction, enlargement,
change, maintenance or use.

SECTION 12.4 PENALTY
The penalty for violation of any section ofghiResolution, upon conviction, shall hetmore thanthe
amount specified ithe Ohio Revised Code2 NJ S| OK 2FFSyaSo 91 OK RI &Qa
this Resolution shall be deemed a separate offense.

SECTION 12.5 ZONING CERTIFICATES

A. Requirement For No building permit may be obtained from thigledina County
Building Departmenand subsequent excavation for any building or structure shall not
be commenced, the erection of, addition to, alteration of, or moving of any building or
structure shall not be undertaken; or any land shall not be used until a zoning certificate
for such has been secured from thewnshipZoning Inspector.Except upon a written
order of the Township Board of Zoning Appeais such zoning certificate shall be
issued for any building where the construction, addition, or alteration or use thereof
would be in violation of any of the provisions of this Resolution.

B. Application Requirements There shall be submitted with all applicatiofts a zoning

Approvalof sanitary facilities approved by the Medina County Health Department,
shall accompany each and every application for a zoning certificate, except where a
state approved sanitary sewer is available or no change is to be magseor the
present approved sewer facilities.
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C. Evidence of Ownership All applications for certificates under the provisions of this
Resolution shall be accompanied with evidence of ownership of all property affected by
the coverage of the certificate. A lessee can apply with permission of the property
owner.

D. Approval of Permit If the application does not meet the regulations and requirements
of this Resolutionthe TownshipZoning Inspector shall refuse the application within ten
(10) days of resipt.

E. Voiding of Permit Any change whatsoever in the use of, dimensions of the proposed
buildings, setback lines, or of the lot size specified on the zoning certificate when issued,
shall constitute a violation of the zoning regulations and shall treédcertificate. Any
zoning certificate granted under this Section shall become null and void within two (2)
years from the date of the granting of the certificate unless construction has been
initiated. TheTownshipZoning Inspector shall make every reasonable effort to notify
the holder of a zoning certificate he is liable for voiding action before voidance is
actually declared.

F. Expiration of Permit The zoning certificate shall be issued for a period of twgdajs.
If the building or addition for which a zoning certificate was issued does not meet the
minimum completion requirementgrovided hereinwithin this time period, a new
permit shall be required, including fees.

SECTION 12.8CHEDULE OF FEES, CHARGIE EXPENSES
The TownshipBoard of Trustees shall by resolution, establish a schedule of fees, charges, and
expenses and a collection procedure for zoning certificates, amendments, appeals, variances,
conditional use permits, and other matters pertaining to the administration arfdreement of this
resolution requiring investigations, inspections, legal advertising, postage and other expenses. The
schedule of fees shall be posted in the office of TlwvnshipZoning Inspector, and may be altered
or amended only by th&ownshipBoad of Trustees. Until all applicable fees, charges, and expenses
have been paid in full, no action shall be taken on any application or appeal.

WHEREAS: it is recognized that sexwmibnted businesses, due to their very nature, have serious
objectionable operational characteristics, particularly when they are located in close proximity to each
other, thereby contributing to blight and downgraudj the quality of life in the adjacent area; and

protect the health, safety, welfare of the citizenry, protect the citizens from increased crime, preserve
the quality of life, preserve the property values and character of surrounding neighborhoods, and deter
the spread of blight; and

WHEREAS: it is not the intent of this resolution to suppress any speech activities protected by the First
Amendment, but to enacta contentneutral resolution which addresses the secondary effects of
sexuallyoriented businesses; and

WHEREAS: Hinckley Township originally adopted a Se®uigihted Business Resolution on May 18,
2005; and

NOW THEREFORE: Hinckley Township adheptsliowing resolution:
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SECTION 16.1 PURPOSE

A. It is the purpose of this resolution to establish a reasonable and uniform resolution to
prevent the deleterious location and concentration of Sexu@liented Businesses
within Hinckley Township. The quisions of this resolution have neither the purpose
nor effect of imposing a limitation or restriction on the content of any communicative
materials, including sexualtyriented materials. Similarly, it is not the intent nor effect
of this resolution torestrict or deny access by adults to sexuallignted materials
protected by the First Amendment, or to deny access by the distributors and exhibitors
of sexuallyoriented entertainment to their intended market.

B. Hinckley Township has determined that permitting Sexu@Hented Businesses, as
defined, in proximity to residential, institutional, and nsexuallyoriented retail uses
would have a detrimental effect on such adjacent uses. Therefore, in order tongreve

SECTION 17.1 PURPOSE & INTENT

A. The specific purpose and intent of these regulations is to regulate the location of
buildings, structures, uses, and related soil disturbing activities within riparian setback
areas that would impair the ability of these areas to:

1.

Preserve and conservéhe quality and free flowing condition of designated
watercourses in the interest of promoting and protecting public health and safety;

Reduce flood impacts by absorbing peak flows, slowing the velocity of flood waters,
and regulating base flow;

Assst in stabilizing the banks of designated watercourses to reduoedy debris
from fallen or damaged trees, stream bank erosion, and the downstream transport
of sediments eroded from such watercourse banks;

Reduce pollutants in designated watercoursadgring periods of high flows by
filtering, settling, and transforming pollutants already present in such watercourses;

Reduce pollutants in designated watercourses by filtering, settlingtramdforming
and absorbingpollutants in runoff before they enter such watercourses;

Provide designated watercourse habitats with shade and food;

Reduce the presence of aquatic nuisance species to maintain a diverse aquatic
system;

Provide riparian habitat with a wide agraof wildlife by maintaining diverse and
connected riparian vegetation;

Minimize encroachment on designated watercourses and limit the potential need
for invasive measures that may otherwise be necessary to protect buildings,
structures, and uses agell as to reduce the damage to real property and threats to
public health and safety within the affected watershed; and

10. Provide protection of groundwater and water wells.

HINCKLEY TOWNSHIP ZONING RESOLUTION

. These regulations have been enacted to protect and enhance the functiomgaofin

areas by providing reasonable controls governing buildings, structures uses, and related
soil disturbing activities within a riparian setback along designated watercourses in
Hinckley Township. Due to the importance of properly functioning dparareas,
minimum riparian setbacks may be given preference over minimum front, side, or rear
yard setbacks as specified in this resolutionthie consideration of an appeal for a
variance by th& ownshipBoard of ZoningAppeals.

These regulations havuseen enacted in compliance with the Hinckley Township Phase I
Storm Water Management Program, adopted March 1, 2003

These regulations, originally adopted by Hinckley Township on November 29, 2007,
have been enacted under the authority of Chapter 519h@ Ohio Revised Codéhat
provides Hinckley Township the authority to regulate the location, size, height, and use
of buildings and structures, the area and dimensions of lots and yards, and the use of
lands necessary to protect the public health, sgfetonvenience and prosperity and
general welfare of the Township and its residents.

It is the policy of Hinckley Township to encourage the establishment of naturally
vegetated riparian areas along watercourses. Property owners who own land along
wateroourses are encouraged to maintain the functionality of the riparian system within
Hinckley Township to control flooding, erosion, and water quality problems on their
property, as well as downstream. Riparian setback zoning, as established through these
regulations, represents the minimal standards necessary to limit flooding, erosion, and
water gquality problems and the impacts there from.

SECTION 17.2 APPLICABILITY & COMPLIANCE

A. These regulations shall only apply when both of the following two (2) conditions are
met:

1. Soil disturbing activities regulated by Hinckley Township Zoning Regulations are
proposed in a riparian setback as set forth by these regulations; and
2. A zoningeertificate or conditional zoning certificate is required or necessary.

B. These regulations shall apply to all zoning districts.

C. The regulations set forth herein shall apply to all buildings, structures, uses, and related
soil disturbing activities ora lot containing a designated watercourse, except as
otherwise provided herein.

D. The use of any building, structure, or lot lawfully existing prior to the effective date of
these regulations may be continued, subject to the provisionsCbfapter 8 -
Nononforming Use.
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E. The repair, maintenance, extension, replacement, restoration, reconstruction, or
substitution of a building, structure, or use lawfully existing prior to the effective date of
these regulations may be continued or completed, subje¢htoprovisions oChapter 8
- Nonconforming Use.

F. No zoning certificate or conditional zoning certificate shall be issued for any building,
structure, or use on a lot containing, wholly or partly, a designated watercourse except
in conformity with the egulations set forth herein.

SECTION 17.3 ESTABLISHMENT OF DESIGNATED WATER COURSEX HBRERE\N
A. A designated watercourse shall include one or more of the following criteria:

1. All watercourses draining an area equal to or greater than-ledé (0.5) square
mile; or

2. All watercourses draining an area less than-tia#f (0.5) square mile and having a
defined bed and bank. In determining if watercourses have a defined bed and bank,
the TownshipZoning Inspector may consult with representatives of the Medina
County SWCD or other technical experts.

B. Riparian setbacks on designated watercourses shall be established as follows:

1. A minimum of 120 feet on each side of all designated watercourses draining an area
equal to or greatethan twenty (20) square miles;

2. A minimum of 75 feet on each side of all designated watercourses draining an area
equal to or greater than onfalf (05) square mile and up to 20 square miles; and

3. A minimum of 25 feet on each side of all designated watercourses draining an area
less than onehalf (0.5) square mile and having a defined bed and bank as
determined in these regulations.

C. The following egulations shall apply to riparian setbacks:

1. Riparian setbacks shall be measured in a horizontal direction outward from the
ordinary high water mark of a designated watercourse, except for existitigein
ponds as addressead this Chapter;

2. Exceptas otherwise provided in this regulation, riparian setbacks shall be preserved
in their natural state;

3. Where the onehundred (100) year floodplain is wider than the minimum riparian
setback on either or both sides of a designated watercourse, the mmimparian
setback shall be extended to include the outermost boundary of thelanered
(100) year floodplain as delineated on the flood hazard boundary maps for the
affected area provided by FEMA,;
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4. Where any part of a wetland is in a minimum rigarisetback and extends beyond
the minimum riparian setback on either or both sides of a designated watercourse,
the minimum riparian setback shall be extended to include the outermost boundary
of the wetland, plus the following additional setback widthsséd upon the
particular wetland category. Wetlands shall be delineated through a site survey
prepared by a qualified wetlands professional retained by the lot owner using
delineation protocols accepted by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers at the time an
application is made under these regulations. Such delineation is a requirement of
the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers and the Ohio EPA,;

a. An additional minimum setback of 50 feet extending beyond the outermost
boundary of Category 3 wetlands.

b. An additionalminimum setback of 30 feet extending beyond the outermost
boundary of Category 2 wetlands.

c. No additional setback shall be required beyond the outermost boundary of
Category 1 wetlands.

and;

5. The minimum riparian setback on anline pond existing athe time an application
for a zoning certificate or a conditional zoning certificate is made under these
regulations shall be measured from the ordinary high water mark of the designated
watercourse as it enters said pond and through the impoundment altiey
centerline of the designated watercourse as it flows through thdin@ pond.
Riparian setbacks on in line ponds existing at the time an application is made under
these regulations shall be expanded to include wetlands and floodplains as detailed
in this Chapter The creation of new Hine impoundments shall not be permitted
under these regulations.

SECTION 17.4 RIPARIAN SETBACK GUIDE MAP

A. The Township shall create a guide map identifying designated watercourses and their
minimum riparian setbacksSaid map is attached hereto and made a part of these
regulations. The Riparian Setback Guide Map may be used as a guide or reference
document by theTownshipZoning Inspector and thEownshipBoard of Zoning Appeals
in determining when the riparian setbk applies.

B. Nothing herein shall prevent the Township from amending the riparian setback guide
map from time to time as may be necessary.

C. If any discrepancy is found between the riparian setback guide map and these
regulations, or if any discrepancy is fal between existing site conditions and the
Riparian Setback Guide Map, the designation criteria set forth in Section 17.3.B shall
prevail.
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SECTION 17.5 APPLICATIONS & SITE PLAN

A. When making an application for a zoning certificate or a conditional zoning certificate
for a building, structure, or use regulated by Hinckley Township, the owner shall be
responsible for identifying riparian setbacks as required by these regulationsheatd
indicate such setbacks on all site plans submitted toTtbenshipZoning Inspector.

B. TheTownshipZoning Inspector, may, in reviewing the site plan, consult with the Medina
County SWCD or such other expert(s) retained byTthenshipBoard ofTrustees.

C. If land development or soil disturbing activities will occur withinfé6t of the outer
boundary of the applicable riparian setback as specified in these regulations, then prior
to the initiation of any land development or soil disturbing atig, the riparian
setback shall be clearly delineated on the affected lot by the owner with construction
fencing as shown on the site plan and shall be maintained on the lot until the
completion of such development or disturbance activities.

SECTION 1. PERMITTED BUILDINGS, STRUCTURES & USES WITHIN ASHPBRGN
WITHOUT A ZONING CERTIFICATE

Open space uses that are passive in character shall be permitted in riparian setbacks, including, but
not limited to, those listed in these regulations. Naysermitted under these regulations shall be
construed as allowing public trespass on privately held lands

A. Recreational Activity Passive recreational uses, as permitted by federal, state and local
laws, such as hiking, fishing, hunting, picnicking,samdar uses.

B. Removal of Damaged or Diseased Tre@amaged or diseased trees may be removed.

C. Revegetation and/or Reforestation Riparian setbacks may be revegetated with fion
invasive plant species.

D. Maintenance of lawns, gardens and landscapingawnsgardens and landscaping that
existed at the time this resolution was passed, may be maintained as long additional
intrusion into riparian setbacks is not increased.

E. Maintenance and Repairs Maintenance and repair on existing roads, driveways,
bridges, culerts, trails, walkways, paths, wastewater treatment plants and
appurtenances, water wells, storm sewers, andsite sewage systems.

F. Water Supply Wells Water supply wells subject to the regulations enforced by the
Medina County Health Department or ti@hio EPA.

SECTION 17.7 PERMITBEDLDINGSSTRUCTURESUSES WITHIN A RIPARIAN SETBACK
WITH A ZONING CERTIFICATE

The followingbuildings structures, and uses may be permitted within a riparian setback, subject to
the approval of an application for a zoning certificate by FmvnshipZoning Inspector and in
accordance with the following regulations and such other applicable regulatiansioed in this
zoning resolution
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A. CrossingsCrossings of designated watercourses through riparian setbacks with roads,
driveways, easements, bridges, culverts, utility service lines (including sanitary sewer,
water, septic system, storm sewer, eldct natural gas, telephone, and cable for
television and other digital transmission), or other means may be permitted, subject to
the other regulations contained in this resolution and the regulations enforced by the
Medina County Engineer. If work wikaur below the ordinary high water mark of the
designated watercourse, proof of compliance with the applicable conditions of a U.S.
Army Corps of Engineers Section 404 Permit (either a Nationwide Permit, including the
Ohio State Certification Special Cdiwdis and Limitations, or an Individual Permit,
including Ohio 401 water quality certification), shall also be provided toTthenship
Zoning Inspector. Proof of compliance shall be the following:

1. A site plan showing that any proposed crossing conforms to the general and special
conditions of the applicable Nationwide Permit, or

2. A copy of the authorization letter from the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers approving
the activities under the applicabationwide Permit, or

3. A copy of the authorization letter from the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers approving
activities under an Individual Permit.

B. StreamBank Stabilization ProjectsStream bank stabilization projects along designated
watercourses, subj to other regulations contained in this resolution and the
regulations enforced by the Medina County SWCD. If stream bank stabilization work is
proposed below the ordinary high water mark of a designated watercourse, proof of
compliance with the applicdé conditions of U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, shall be
provided to theTownshipZoning InspectorProof of compliance shall be the following:

1. A site plan showing that any proposed crossing conforms to the general and special
conditions of the applicablBationwide Permit, or

2. A copy of the authorization letter from the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers approving

3. A copy of the authorization letter from the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers approving
activitiesunder an Individual Permit.

C. Structures such as docks and piers that promote recreational activities.

SECTION 17.8 BUILDINGS, STRUCRURESS PROHIBITED WITHIN A RIPARIAN SETBACK
The following buildings, structures, and uses are specifically prohibitedh riparian setbacks:

A. Construction There shall be no buildings, structures, uses, or related soil disturbing
activities of any kind except as permitted under these regulations;

B. Parking Spaces or Lots and Loading/Unloading Spaces for Vehitlese shall be no
parking spaces, parking lots, loading/unloading spaces, or related soil disturbing
activities; and

C. Roads and DrivewaysNo roads or drivewayshould be installed without consideration
of the requirements set forth herein.

SECTION7.9 INSPECTIONS OF RIPARIAN SETBACKS
TheTownshipZoning Inspector shall inspect the delineation of riparian setbacks as follows:

A. The owner shall notify th&ownshipZoning Inspector at least five (5) working days prior
to the initiation of any soil dtarbing activities that may be within a riparian setback and
are regulated by this resolution.

B. The TownshipZoning Inspector, after giving prior notice to the owner and receiving
authorization from the owner, may enter the affected lot from time to timectanduct
on-site inspections to ensure compliance with these regulations.
